Shopping trips for parents can be a nightmare.  We’ve all been there wishing we had a spare 

hand or two.  Now you can have just that.  Slingme is an innovative new shoulder strap designed 

to leave you hands free, while lightening the load of your shopping.    

 

Not only can you say goodbye to sore hands and aching arms from struggling with your bags, 

but with your hands free, you will be able to hold onto your child and keep them safe. 

 

The response, following trials by parents of babies, toddlers and young children, has been 

enthusiastic and positive.  All were surprised at how comfortable and secure the strap felt on 

their shoulders, and how by distributing the weight of their shopping it felt so much lighter.   

 

As parents though, with babies to hold, prams to push, and toddlers to try and keep track of, they 

felt the benefits of being hands free was like “a shoppers dream come true”,  especially for those 

who had to walk along busy roads with young children, or struggle onto buses. 

 

Reasonably priced at £5.99, our trial participants agreed that it was the perfect item to carry 

around ‘just in case’ as it fits comfortably into most bags and pockets. 

 

When demonstrated at the Birmingham Inventors Showcase, Millennium Point in November 

2007, all who tried the Slingme agreed that it really does have the Wow factor.  Nick Owen, of 



BBC Midlands Today, who opened the Showcase, was very keen to try the Slingme and thought 

it was a terrific idea. 

 

Slingme is simple to use – Open out and unclasp Slingme, slide on the handles of at least two 

evenly weighted bags and close the clasp.  Fold the top flap sealing the Velcro - Now you’re 

ready to pick up your shopping, place the Slingme on your shoulder with bags to the front and 

rear – and off you go. 

 

Osteopath Robi Persad, BSc(Ost), Registered Osteopath of 13 years, and who practices in 

London and Spain,  says "The carrier allows the use of postural/ stabilising muscles to relieve 

the strain on peripheral muscles which could otherwise cause shoulder and arm problems when 

carrying weight." 
 

Slingme is suitable for use with most bags, however we are keen to encourage the use of 

reusable bags and will be unveiling our range of ecologically friendly Slingme bags shortly.
